to press production has been delayed by 2 years to
2015, Total, one of the project partners, has cited
extreme technical difficulties and stated that the original
deadline was “impossible” to meet. With weak spot gas
prices due to the recession and indeed new supplies
swamping the market from new LNG projects and the
shale gas fields of North America, | doubt we will see
any complaints from Gazprom.

Looking forward to next year, we have the launch of our
new title keeping us all busy.
