Open auctions on May 18 will be held by The Sakhalin region natural
resources agency for the rights to explore and extract hydrocarbons

at the Kaurunaninskaya block (western part), Yuzhno-Katangliiskaya
block (including Pribrezhnoye field), Severo-Ekhabinskaya block
(including Yuzhnaya Okha field) and Nekrasovskaya block (including
Nekrasovskoye field). The licenses will be granted for 25 years, including
up to five years for exploration.

Applications to bid in the auctions will be accepted until April 20.

The Kaurunaninskaya block (western part) is located in the southeastern
part of North Sakhalin, in the Nogliki district, on the coast of Nyisky

gulf. It has anticipated localized resources of 1.5 million tonnes of oil

and 2.5 billion cubic meters of gas. The block is in an area with proven
commercial oil and gas reserves.

The Yuzhno-Katangliiskaya block (including Pribrezhnoye field) is on the

northwestern shores of Nabilsky gulf, in a well-explored area with high oil
and gas potential. The field has seven gas beds and one oil bed. Total oil
reserves are 257,000 tonnes with recoverable reserves of 51,000 tonnes,
and the gas reserves amount to 394 mcm.

The Severo-Ekhabinskaya block (including Yuzhnaya Okha field) is in the
Okha district. Fourteen exploration wells have been drilled at Yuzhnaya
Okha, including five production wells. All the wells are state owned and
are currently overseen by Rosneft-Sakhalinmorneftegaz. The anticipated
geological resources are 1.5 million tonnes of oil and 2 bcm of gas.

The Nekrasovskaya block (including Nekrasovskoye field) is also in the
Okha district. Oil reserves total 1.896 million tonnes, with recoverable
reserves of 438,000 tonnes. The block also has a peat field. Interfax

E.On ready to pay Gazprom for share in

Yuzhno-Russkoye field

E.ON is ready to pay Gazprom in cash for 25% plus one share in the
project to develop Yuzhno-Russkoye gas field because it does not plan to
get rid of other assets in Eastern Europe.

E.ON and Gazprom discussed an increase in share packages of Eastern
European companies, including the Hungarian gas and energy system

in exchange for a stake in Yuzhno-Russkoye, in Tomsk April 26 — 27, but
the companies have yet to reach agreement, the Russian Chamber of
Commerce in Hungary said on May 5.

E.ON initially offered Gazprom 50% minus one share in three Hungarian
companies (a central gas storage facility, wholesale gas enterprise and

a grid company) in exchange for 25% of Yuzhno-Russkoye field. The
company later reneged and said it would offer 40% of two Hungarian gas
companies and 25% plus one share in the grid company.

E.ON does not plan to part with other assets in Eastern Europe and will
pay hundreds of millions of euros in exchange. Gazprom said it would
offer just 15% of Yuzhno-Russkoye field as a result.

The expedience of merging the companies is due to the similarity of their
activities and a forecast increase in efficiency. Earlier the Industry and
Energy Ministry initiated a discussion of the idea of transferring Russia’s
share in the Caspian Pipeline Consortium (24%) to Transneft for trustee
management.

However, most officials did not take to the idea of setting up an oil and
gas transport monopoly. “I did not see this proposal. But let’s say, it is
not the most intelligent idea,” the official said. A highly placed official in
another department, commenting on the possibility of a merger between
Transneft and Transnefteprodukt, said: “It make’s little sense”

Transneft Vice President Sergei Grigoriev said, “We have heard these
rumors, but we do not comment on rumors. Transneft has not shown
any initiative on this issue, as it would be an additional headache”

The Transnefteprodukt PR department did not comment, saying that it
has no official information about this proposal. Transnefteprodukt owns
a trunk oil product pipeline system, and is 100% state owned.

SG-Trans is a monopoly rail transporter of liquefied petroleum gas and
is also 100% state owned. The company is included in the privatization
plan for 2006. According to the government, the estimated value of SG-
Trans at privatization is $800 million. Interfax

Cost of natural gas in Russia may grow 15% in 2007

The cost of natural gas in Russia could grow 15% next year, with officials
likely to agree to increase gas prices more than the 8% planned previously
when they consider a request by Gazprom in June, a source from an
industry ministry said May 4. “They will probably meet Gazprom half way.
A 22% increase is unrealistic but 15% is quite possible;” he said.

The increase in gas prices for 2007 was planned at 8% but Gazprom is
insisting on a 22% increase. Last year Gazprom’s request was cut in half
— the company asked for a 22% increase and got 11%. “This year the
increase will be more than last year,’ he said. Gazprom revalued its fixed
assets at the start of this year using a coefficient of 1.17, lowering the
profitability of gas supplies to the domestic market. “This is grounds for
an additional indexing in the tariff;” he said. A decision on the rise in gas
prices for next year will be made in June so it can be confirmed by the
government in August. Interfax

Tomskneft resumes drilling at seven major fields Tomsk
Tomskneft VNK resumed field drilling at seven of the biggest fields in
Tomsk region in the first four months, the Tomskneft corporate magazine
reported on May 4, citing head of capital construction at the company
Konstantin Saranchin. Tomskneft plans to drill 157 wells in 16 clusters
this year for a total of 445,000 meters.

The company is conducting production drilling at eight clusters at Talovoi
block, Dvurechenskoye, Pervomaiskoye, Zapadno-Moiseyevskoye,
Luginetskoye, and Zapadno-Katylginskoye fields. Most of the work is
being conducted at Talovoi block where drilling of three out of seven
clusters began in April.

“This is very complex construction work in terms of the amount of work.
The depth of swamps in some areas is nine meters. A million and a half

Salkhalinmomeftegaz joins Rn-Bureniye

MOSCOW — Rosneft subsidiary Sakhalinmorneftegaz has acquired a
6.8% stake in RN-Bureniye, a company recently set up in the Rosneft
group, Sakhalinmorneftegaz said on May 5.

The Sakhalinmorneftegaz board of directors on April 28 agreed to
liquidate the Nogliki drilling directorate, an affiliate of the company.

The Rosneft press service said earlier the Nogliki drilling directorate
service capacity would become part of RN-Bureniye during the first
stage along with service companies owned by Rosneft — Purneftegaz-
Bureniye, Krasnodarneftegaz-Bureniye, and Krasnodarneftegaz-Siberia.
Rosneft expects to complete the first stage of restructuring of its

service assets in the first half of this year. RN-Bureniye will later include
Grozneftegaz, Rosneft-Dagneft, and Dagneftegaz.

RN-Bureniye was set up to optimize the management of profile assets
in drilling services and in preparation for the consolidation of the key
subsidiaries. The company will provide up to half of Rosneft’s service
contracts. RN-Bureniye controls about 6% of the Russian drilling
services market. Interfax

Kazakhstan guarantees russia access to Atasu-Alashanlou pipe
ASTANA — Kazakhstan guarantees unhindered access by Russian oil to
the Atasu-Alashankou oil pipeline.

“In accordance with a framework agreement between the governments

of Kazakhstan and China to develop multilateral cooperation in the oil

and gas sphere from May 17, 2004, and also an agreement on the main
principles for the construction of the Atasu-Alashankou oil pipeline between
KazMunaiGaz and CNPC, the Kazakh side guarantees unhindered access
to the Atasu-Alashankou pipeline, the receipt and transportation through the
KazTransOil pipeline system of oil destined for subsequent transportation to
China, including transit oil;’ said the company.

In addition, according to these agreements, the Chinese side guarantees
to fill the Atasu-Alashankou pipeline with the necessary volumes of oil by
signing long-term purchase and sale agreements.

‘At the initial stage of the project, supplies of Russian oil for the Atasu-
Alashankou pipeline are expected up to 5 million tonnes per year.
According to the Chinese side, protocols of intent have been signed to
supply oil with a number of Russian companies;” the statement said.

The press service said that KazTransOil is ready to ensure transportation
of Russian oil through the Kazakhstan-China pipeline through the
Priirtyshsk-Pavlodar-Atasu pipeline.

“The Priirtyshsk-Pavlodar-Atasu pipeline is technically sound and in
working order. This pipeline is 903.7 km long and the capacity of the
Pavlodar-Atasu section is 16.5 million tonnes per year. The available
capacity of the pipeline is significantly higher than the planned volume of
Russian oil for the Atasu-Alashankou pipeline;” the statement said.
The press service said that the tariff to transport oil through the
Atasu-Alashankou pipeline would be confirmed by the Kazakh Natural
Monopoly Regulation Agency after the pipeline is launched.

Russian pipeline monopoly Transneft has confirmed the possibility of
supplying Russian oil through the Atasu-Alashankou oil pipeline from
Kazakhstan to China, Transneft President Semyon Vainshtok said at a
briefing in Moscow.

He said that Russian companies, particularly TNK-BP, have already
started supplying into the system.

TNK-BP offers to pay Gazprom with pipeline for share in Kovykta
MOSCOW — TNK-BP has offered to pay Gazprom for its share in the
Kovykta project by building an export gas pipeline to the East and is
interesting in buying shares in Arcticgaz, a company owned by Yukos,
TNK-BP head of gas projects Viktor Vekselberg told Kommersant
newspaper on May 4.

“Arcticgaz shares have been frozen under the Yukos bankruptcy
proceedings. If the outside manager decides to offer the company for
sale we will bid. We are interested in this asset and we will participate in
its purchase but only under clear and transparent rules,” he said.
Vekselberg said TNK-BP had offered Gazprom 51% in a holding
company to be set up to develop Kovykta field. Interfax

U.S. may invest $600 min in Azeri Petrochemicals

BAKU — American companies are ready to invest up to $600 million in
building a large petrochemical complex in Azerbaijan, Azeri Economic
Development Minister Heidar Babayev said on May 5. “During a visit
to the U.S. by Azerbaijani President llham Aliyev at the end of April,
U.S. companies came forward with an initiative to carry out major
investment in the country’s petrochemical complex,” he said. He said
that investment in setting up a complex to process oil and gas and
produce chemicals would amount to about $500 million — $600
million. The minister did not name any potential investors, and said
that these companies are asking the Azeri government to provide state
guarantees for undisrupted supplies of crude. “The government plans
to analyze the investment project. We have not yet discussed other
conditions, even the issue of tax breaks,” Babayev said. Interfax

Aliyev says BTG filled with Azeri oil by 2008

BAKU — The Baku-Tbilisi-Ceyhan pipeline will be totally filled

with Azeri oil by 2008, Azerbaijani President llham Aliyev said at

a May 5 press conference in Baku. “Given our own opportunities
to produce oil, the pipeline will be totally utilized by 2008 and,
incidentally, there will probably be no additional volumes (from
abroad) in it,” he said. Aliyev said that by 2008 exports of Azeri oil
through the BTC pipeline will amount to 50 million tonnes, exactly the
amount the pipeline is currently capable of transporting. Conditions
for the transportation of additional volumes through this pipeline “may
be created by new investment, and improving technical aspects,

so that in the future, if necessary, there would be the possibility of
transporting oil from Kazakhstan also;” Aliyev said. Interfax B
